(B) All permittedﬁ»craft shall be equipped with two-way communications capable of
communication with the licensed AMSO's communication center, air traffic
control, and medical control:

(2) Medical team members shall be able to communicate with each other during
flight. Rotorcraft air ambulance medical personnel must wear headsets and/or
helmets with communi cations capabilities during medical transport;
