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The Ohio Fire Awards Program was created by the Division of Emergency Medical Services and the Ohio Department of Public Safety to recognize outstanding achievements and to honor those in Ohio’s Fire Services whose accomplishment rise above the day- to-day excellence in fire training, education, and safety.

Each day in Ohio, firefighters save lives and perform countless noteworthy acts to their community. These awards are a tribute to those individuals and organizations whose overall contributions go beyond their basic duties and responsibilities and who represent the finest traditions of our profession.
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NOMINATION INSTRUCTIONS

Anyone, including the nominee, can submit a nomination for any award. Individual nominees must be currently certified at the level for which they are being nominated. The primary reasons for which a person or agency is being nominated must have occurred in Ohio.

For all categories the nomination must be based on an individual’s or organizational overall contributions, body of work, or sustained performance, not on single acts of heroism. Heroic acts may be part of the nomination but not the basis.

Fill out the information requested on the nomination form. Include written examples of why this person or organization should win, focusing on the award criteria. Please be specific, using examples that are easy to understand and thorough in describing the nomination’s accomplishments. Keep in mind that the people who review the nominations will not be as familiar with your nominee as you are.

No award will be given if there are no nominations for an award. No award will be given if the selection panel’s evaluation finds that no nominee meets that award’s criteria.
