4765-1-01 Definitions.

For the purposes of Chapters 4765-1 to 4765-19 of the Administrative Code, except as
otherwise provided, the following definitions shall apply:

(A) "Administrator" or "executive director” means the individual appointed by the
director of public safety pursuant to section 4765.03 of the Revised Code to serve
as the chief executive officer of the board of emergency medical services and as the
executive director of the division of emergency medical services.

(B) "Affiliation agreement” means a written agreement between an EMS fraining
program and any person, as defined in this rule, that sets forth the roles and
responsibilitics of the parties, is signed by the individuals with contracting
authority, and that provides for any of the following:

(1) The use of specified equipment necessary in the training of EMS personnel;

(2) A site for the clinical experience or prehospital internship components of an
EMS training program;

(3) The use of a facility not owned or leased by the accredited institution for
classroom.

(C) "Annual report" means the written documentation submitted by an EMS accredited or
EMS approved institution in a format approved by the board on a yearly basis to
demonstrate continued compliance with certain requirements for a certificate of
accreditation or certificate of approval.

(D) "Applicant" means any of the following:

(1) An individual that makes application for a certificate to practice issued under
section 476530 of the Revised Code and Chapter 4765-8 of the
Administrative Code;

(2) An individual that makes application for a certificate to teach issued under
section 4765.23 of the Revised Code and Chapter 4765-18 of the
Administrative Code;

(3) Any public agency, private school, educational institution, emergency medical
service organization, vocational school, college, university, or hospital that
makes application to hold a certificate of accreditation or certificate of
approval issued under section 4765.17 of the Revised Code and Chapter
4765-7 of the Administrative Code.
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(E) "Authorizing official" means any person who owns or maintains responsibility on
behalf of an individual, corporation, trust, partnership, or an association for the
facilities, equipment, instructors, managers and other employees of an EMS
accredited institution or EMS approved institution.

(F) "Automated external defibrillation "or "AED" means the process of applying a
specialized defibrillator to a patient of cardiac arrest, allowing the defibrillator to
interpret the cardiac rhythm and, if appropriate, deliver an electrical shock to the
heart that will allow the heart to resume an effective electrical activity. Automated
external defibrillation can include either fully-automatic or semi-automatic external
defibrillation.

(G) "Board" means the emergency medical services board within the division of
emergency medical services of the department of public safety created in section
4765.02 of the Revised Code.

(H) "Certificate of accreditation" means the certificate to operate as one or more EMS
training pregramprograms issued by the board pursuant to section 4765.17 of the
Revised Code and Chapter 4765-7 of the Administrative Code.

D "Certificate of approval" means the certificate to operate an EMS continuing
education program issued by the board pursuant to section 4765.17 of the Revised
Code and Chapter 4765-7 of the Administrative Code.

(J) "Certificate of completion" means a document issued by the EMS accredited
Institutieninstitution or the EMS approved institution in accordance with section
476524 of the Revised Code and Chapters 4765-7 and 4765-18 of the
Administrative Code.

(K) "Certificate to practice” means the certificate to practice as a first responder,
emergency medical technician-basic, emergency medical technician-intermediate,
or emergency medical technician-paramedic issued by the division pursuant to
section 4765.30 of the Revised Code and Chapter 4765-8 of the Administrative
Code as directed by the board.

(L) "Certificate to teach" means the certificate issued by the board pursuant to section
4765.23 of the Revised Code and Chapter 4765-18 of the Administrative Code
allowing an individual to instruct through an EMS accredited institution or an EMS
approved institution.

(M) "Clinical experience" means EMS training in a hospital or other clinical setting that
allows an EMS student to develop and utilize EMS procedures and protocols in a
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supervised setting and leads to an understanding of hospital emergency departments
as well as their relationship to other departments such as anesthesia, coronary care,
critical care and obstetrics.

(N) "Contact hour" means equal to fifty to sixty minutes of continuing education.

(O) "Continuing education coordinating board for emergency medical services" or
"CECBEMS" means the national accrediting body for EMS continuing education
courses and providers.

(P) "Continuing education instructor" or "CE instructor" means a person who holds a
certificate to teach an EMS continuing education program, issued in accordance
with section 4765.23 of the Revised Code and rule 4765-18-15 of the
Administrative Code.

(Q) "Cooperating physician advisory board" means those physicians whom an emergency
medical service organization has designated pursuant to section 4765.42 of the
Revised Code, to perform the duties of medical director including establishing
medical protocols that must be followed in the delivery of emergency medical
services.

(R) "Distance learning" means an EMS training program or EMS continuing education
program which is taught in real-time and is interactive between the student and the
entity offering the course. Distance learning education takes place when an
instructor and student(s) are separated by physical distance, and technology (i.e.
voice, video, data, and print), often in concert with face-to-face communication, is
used to bridge the instructional gap.

(S) "The division" means the division of emergency medical services within the
department of public safety.

(T) "Drop back" is the process by which an EMT chooses to become certified to practice
at a lower level than the one at which the EMSEMT is currently certified.

(U) "Educational improvement plan" means the documentation submitted by the EMS
accredited institution or EMS approved institution in a format approved by the
board, which demonstrates progress toward becoming compliant with the area(s) of
deficiency as specified by the board.

(V) "EMS" means emergency medical service as defined in section 4765.01 of the
Revised Code.
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(W) "EMS accredited institution" or "accredited institution” means any public agency,
private school, educational institution, emergency medical service organization,
vocational school, college, university, or hospital within Ohio that holds a
certificate of accreditation issued under section 4765.17 of the Revised Code and
Chapter 4765-7 of the Administrative Code.

(X) "EMS approved institution" or "approved institution" means any public agency,
private school, educational institution, emergency medical service organization,
vocational school, college, university, or hospital within Ohio that holds a
certificate of approval issued under section 4765.17 of the Revised Code and
Chapter 4765-7 of the Administrative Code.

(Y) "EMS assistant instructor" means a person who holds a certificate to teach an EMS
training program or EMS continuing education program, issued in accordance with
section 4765.23 of the Revised Code and rule 4765-18-18 of the Administrative
Code. All course instruction and preparation must occur under the mentorship of a
certified EMS instructor.

(Z) "EMS continuing education program" means courses related to EMS operation or
patient care which, when successfully completed, result in certificates of
completion from an approved institution or accredited institution and satisfy all of
or a portion of the continuing education requirements in order to renew a
certificate.

(AA) "EMS training program" means the collective group of initial EMS courses at each
specified certification level which, when successfully completed, results in a
certificate of completion from an accredited institution.

(BB) "EMS instructor" means a person who holds a certificate to teach an EMS training
program or EMS continuing education program, issued in accordance with section
4765.23 of the Revised Code and rule 4765-18-05 of the Administrative Code.

(CC) "EMS instructor training program" means a EMS training program as outlined in
Chapter 4765-18 of the Administrative Code, offered by an accredited institution
which, when successfully completed, results in a certificate of completion and
prepares students to be instructors in first responder, EMT-basic, EMT-intermediate
and EMT-paramedic, or any other type of EMS instruction.

(DD) "EMS instructor trainer" means a person appointed by the accredited institution
who has met the requirements as outlined in Chapter 4765-18 of the Administrative
Code, and who teaches an EMS instructor training program through an accredited
institution.
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(EE) "EMT" means emergency medical technician.
(FF) "Good reputation” or "good standing" means:

(1) If the person is an individual, the individual is not the subject of an investigation
or disciplinary action by any agency of the federal, state, or local government,
and has not been denied a license or certificate or had a license or certificate
limited, suspended, or revoked by any public agency or licensing agency.

(2) If the person is not an individual, that it is in compliance with all federal, state,
and local regulations that are applicable to its operations, is not currently
under investigation by any agency of the federal, state, or local government,
has not been denied any necessary licenses or certificates, or had such
licenses or certificates limited, suspended, or revoked.

(GG) "Government unit" means the state and any county, municipal corporation,
township, or other political subdivision of the state, any department, division,
board, or other agency of the state or a political subdivision.

(HH) "Guest lecturer” means a person who does not hold a certificate to teach as an EMS
instructor, assistant EMS instructor, continuing education instructor or special topic
instructor and provides instruction or assistance in an EMS training program or
EMS continuing education program under the auspices of a holder of a certificate to
teach.

(I) "Hospital" has the same meaning as in section 3701.07 of the Revised Code.
(check with legal...should be 3727.01)

(JJ) "Independent study" means a self-paced learning EMS continuing education program
developed for individual use which, has been approved and is provided by an EMS
accredited or EMS approved institution.

(KK) "Knowledge examination" means the written portion of the initial examination, as
set forth in rule 4765-8-05 of the Administrative Code.

(LL) "Medical direction" means the written or verbal authorization of a physician or
cooperating physician advisory board, designated pursuant to section 4765.42 of
the Revised Code, that may be required prior to the performance of certain
prehospital emergency medical services by a first responder, EMT-basic,
EMT-intermediate, or EMT-paramedic.

(MM) "Moral turpitude” means the act of baseness, vileness, or the depravity in private
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and social duties which one owes to society, contrary to accepted and customary
rule of right and duty between human beings.

(NN) "Offsite location" means any location within Ohio where an EMS training program
or EMS continuing education program is offered in addition to the location that was
designated and authorized in the application for a certificate of accreditation or
certificate of approval in accordance with Chapter 4765-7 of the Administrative
Code.

(OO) "One-half contact hour" means equal to twenty-five to thirty minutes of continuing
education.

(PP) "Online education” means EMS ftraining programs or EMS continuing education
programs delivered by correspondence, telecommunications, internet and
web-based media, or combinations of media, and may include short periods of
on-campus attendance.

(QQ) "Person" includes any individual, corporation, business trust, estate, trust,
partnership, association, government unit or other entity.

(RR) "Physician assistant” or "PA" means a person who possesses a current and valid
certificate to practice under section 4730.08 of the Revised Code.

(SS) "Practical examination" means the practical portion of the initial examination, as set
forth in rule 4765-8-05 of the Administrative Code.

(TT) "Preceptor" means a person who supervises EMS students in accordance with
section 4765.49 of the Revised Code and evaluates EMS students during clinical or
pre-hospital internship required by the EMS training program and who is licensed
or certified at a level that meets or exceeds the level of EMS certification for which
the person supervises or evaluates.

(UU) "Prehospital internship” means EMS training outside of a classroom or clinical
facility that allows an EMS student to develop and utilize EMS procedures and
protocols under supervision in a prehospital setting and affords the opportunity to
gain an understanding of the nature of prehospital EMS practice and the
relationship between it and hospital emergency departments.

(VV) "Program coordinator" or "program director" means the authorizing official or that
person designated by the authorizing official of an EMS accredited institution or
EMS approved institution to oversee the administration and operation of an EMS
training program that applies for, or holds, a certificate of accreditation or
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certificate of approval issued by the board under section 4765.17 of the Revised
Code.

(WW) "Program medical director" means a physician who is involved in the practice or
supervision of emergency medicine in a hospital or prehospital setting and who
advises the accredited institution or approved institution regarding the courses
taught within an EMS training program or EMS continuing education program as
set forth in section 4765.16 of the Revised Code and Chapter 4765-7 of the
Administrative Code.

(XX) "Provisional certificate of accreditation” means a conditional certificate of
accreditation that is issued by the board to an institution, applying for renewal,
which is in substantial compliance with rules 4765-7-02 and 4765-7-07 of the

Administrative Code. An institution is issued a provisional certificate of
accreditation when_infractions are correctable and need attention before a normal

certificate of accreditation can be issued.

(YY) "Provisional certificate of approval" means a conditional certificate of approval that

is issued by the board to an institution. applying for renewal, which is in substantial
mplian ith rule 4765-7- f th ministrativ ¢, An institution i
i a_provisional certificate of approval when infractions ar rrectable an

n attention before a normal certificate of approval can be i

29(ZZ) "Regional physician advisory board" means the physician advisory board
appointed by the board pursuant to section 4765.05 of the Revised Code to oversee
the delivery of prehospital emergency medical services in each region of the state.

ED(AAA) "Reinstatement” is the process by which a holder of a certificate to practice,
certificate of accreditation, certificate of approval or certificate to teach in Ohio
may regain certification of a certificate that has expired or has been revoked.
, was voluntarily surrendered,
&ZZ}BBB) "Special topics instructor" means a person who applies for, or holds, a
certificate to teach special topics issued by the board in accordance with section
4765.23 of the Revised Code and rule 4765-18-10 of the Administrative Code.

AAA(CCC) "State medical director” means the physician appointed by the board to
serve as its medical director pursuant to section 4765.03 of the Revised Code.

BBBYDDD) "Techniques examination" or "instructional methods examination" means
the examination developed by the division and approved by the board, which
covers teaching systems.

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4765-8-03 Notification to board of change of personal information.

(A) The holder of a certificate to practice, issued pursuant to section 476530 of the
Revised Code and this chapter, shall provide written notice to the division no later
than thirty days following any changes in the certificate holder's:

(1) Full legal name;
(2) Home mailing address;

(3) Home telephone number-;

(4) Valid email address.

(B) A certificate holder notifying the division of a name change must submit legal
documentation verifying such name change.
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4765-8-15 Certification by reciprocity.

(A) For purposes of granting reciprocity, the board may review EMS license or
certification requirements in other states, the district of Columbia, or the U.S.
military to identify those that are substantially similar to the curriculum and
certification standards set forth in Chapter 4765. of the Revised Code and Chapters
4765-1 to 4765-19 of the Administrative Code.

(B) An applicant for a certificate to practice issued under section 4765.30 of the Revised
Code and this chapter who holds an EMS certificate or license from another state, the
district of Columbia, or any branch of the U.S. military may be issued a certificate to
practice by reciprocity provided that the applicant meets the following qualifications:

(1) Submits a completed application;

(2) Meets the criteria for a certificate to practice as listed in rule 4765-8-01 of the
Administrative Code;

(3) Submits documentation, as required by the division, demonstrating that the
applicant completed a course of instruction that is substantially similar to the
Ohio curriculum at the level of certification sought;

(a) Areas of instruction that are not substantially similar to the Ohio curriculum
must be completed through an institution accredited under section 4765.17
of the Revised Code and Chapter 4765-7 of the Administrative Code.

(4) Holds a valid and current EMS certificate or license from another state or branch
of the U.S. military that is in good standing;

(a) An applicant who is or was a member of the U.S. military, and received EMS
training through the U.S. military, is not required to hold a state certificate
or license but must submit proof of military membership and completion of
training during such membership.

(b) An applicant who completed training in another state and met all
requirements for a certificate or license in that state, except for an affiliation
with an EMS agency in that state, is not required to hold a certificate or
license issued by that state if the applicant submits proof of the following:

(i) The applicant would have received a certificate or license from the state
in which training was completed if the applicant had been affiliated
with an EMS agency in that state;

(i1) The applicant would be within the initial certification cycle of said
certificate or license.
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(5) Holds a valid and current certificate from the national registry of emergency
medical technicians (NREMT) at the level of certification sought or above:;

(6) Submits an application fee of seventy-five dollars.

(C) An applicant must meet all requirements listed in paragraph (B) of this rule at the
time of application. An application that is missing documentation or information
required by this rule will be deemed incomplete and will not be processed. Such
application will be returned to the applicant with the notation that the application is
incomplete.

(D) A certificate to practice by reciprocity shall be validfer—three—years issued in
accordance with the certification cycles set forth in rule 4765-8-06 of the

Administrative Code.

(E) An applicant issued a certificate to practice by reciprocity must complete continuing
education as provided under section 4765.24 of the Revised Code and Chapters
4765-12, 4765-15, 4765-16, and 4765-17 of the Administrative Code at the level of
certification issued.

(F) An individual issued a certificate to practice by reciprocity who fails to renew said
certificate may seek reinstatement as set forth in rule 4765-8-18 of the
Administrative Code. An individual who is eligible for reinstatement may not apply
for certification by reciprocity at or below the level of the expired certificate.

(G) An individual whose certificate to practice has been revoked or permanently revoked
is not eligible for reciprocity.
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4765-8-16 Application fees for certification.

(A) Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, the board shall not charge a fee for an
application for a certificate to practice or certificate to teach, or for renewal of a
certificate to practice or certificate to teach.

(B) The board may charge a fee for an application for the reinstatement of a certificate to
practice and a certificate to teach.

(C) The board may charge a fee for an application for reciprocity of a certificate to
practice.
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4765-8-17 Voluntary surrender or change in level of certificate to practice.

(A) A holder of a certificate to practice may voluntarily surrender the holder's
certificate by submitting it to the division.

(1) Such surrender shall be in writing and accompanied by the holder's certificate to
practice;

(2) Such surrender is subject to board approval,

(3) The board may not accept a surrender of a certificate to practice if the certificate
holder is under investigation by the division;

(4) A surrender approved by the board becomes effective upon the date of such
board approval.

(B) An individual who surrendered his/her certificate pursuant to paragraph (A) of this
rule and subsequently wishes to be reinstated must comply with the reinstatement
provisions set forth in rule 4765-8-18 of the Administrative Code.

(C) No person shall hold a certificate to practice at more than one level.

(D) An applicant may drop back to a lower level of certification during a certification
cycle or at the time of renewal.

(1) If an applicant drops back during-a—ecertifieation—eyele—the original certificate

shall become invalid upon the issuance date of the new certificate to practice.
The new certificate to practice shall have the same expiration date as that of the
original certificate.

(2) A request to drop back during a certification cycle must be in writing, notarized,
and submitted to the division .

(3) If an applicant drops back at the time of renewal, the new certificate to practice
shall become effective upon the expiration date of the original certificate. The

new certificate to practice shall h&ve—aﬂ—e*pffaﬂefkda%e—ef—thfee—yeafs be issued

in accordance with the certification cycles set forth in rule 4765-8-06 of the
Administrative Code.

(E) If an applicant who dropped back wishes to reinstate at a higher level previously held
during a certification cycle, the applicant must meet the requirements set forth in rule
4765-8-18 of the Administrative Code.
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(1) The applicant's certificate to practice at a lower level shall become invalid upon
the issuance date of the certificate to practice at a higher level. The new
certificate to practice shall have an expiration date of three years.
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4765-8-18 Reinstatement of a certificate to practice.

(A) A certificate to practice will expire on its expiration date if the applicant fails to

(B)

either renew such certificate or request an extension. as provided in rule 4765-19-03
of the Administrative Code.

In order to reinstate, and in addition to the requirements for the timelines set forth in

(C)

this rule. a person shall comply with all of the following:

(1) Submit a completed application:

(2) Submit an application fee of seventy-five dollars;

(3) Meet all qualifications for a certificate to practice as outlined in rule 4765-8-01 of
the Administrative Code;

(4) Has previously held a certificate to practice issued under section 4765.30 of the
Revised Code for the level of certification sought, and such certificate was in
vood standing at the time the certificate expired, was dropped back. or
surrendered.

(5) The course of training completed by the applicant is significant]y similar to the
current curriculum requirements for the level of certification sought. If such
training is not significantly similar to the current curriculum, the applicant must
complete additional course work in the areas of deficiency through an institution
accredited by the board at the appropriate level.

In addition to meeting the requirements set forth in paragraph (B) of this rule, the

division, as directed by the board, may reinstate a certificate to practice that has
expired. or become invalid due to a voluntary drop back or voluntary surrender, for
no more than ninety days. if the applicant meets one of the following:

(1) If the certificate holder has compieted, prior to the expiration date of the
certificate to practice, all continuing education requirements as set forth in
Chapters 4765-12, 4765-15. 4765-16 or 4765-17 of the Administrative Code
as applicable, the applicant provides documentation of successful completion of
all continuing education requirements for the last certification cycle: or

(2) Provides documentation that the applicant holds a valid and current certificate
from the national registry of emergency medical technicians (NREMT) at the
level of certification sought or above and has completed the continuing
education on trauma triage and transportation protocols as approved by the
board: or
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(3) Completes the reinstatement examination, as set forth in rule 4765-8-05 of the
Administrative Code, and obtains a passing score within three attempts. If an
applicant is unable to pass the reinstatement examination within three attempts,
the applicant must complete a new course of instruction and meet all criteria for
a certificate to practice.

(D) In addition to meeting the requirements set forth in paragraph (B) of this rule. the
division, as directed by the board. may reinstate a certificate to practice that has
expired, or become invalid due to a voluntary drop back or voluntary surrender, for
more than ninety days. but not more than three years if the applicants meets either of

the following;

(1) Completes the reinstatement examination, as set forth in rule 4765-8-05 of the
Administrative Code. and obtains a passing score within three attempts. If an
applicant is unable to pass the reinstatement examination within three attempts,
the applicant must complete a new course of instruction and meet all criteria for
a certificate to practice. or

(2) Provides documentation that the applicant holds a valid and current certificate
from the national registry of emergency medical technicians (NREMT) at the
level of certification sought or above,

(E) 1n addition to meeting the requirements set forth in paragraph (B) of this rule, the
division, as directed by the board. may reinstate a certificate to practice that has
expired. or become invalid due to a voluntary drop back or voluntary surrender. for
more than three years but less than six years if the applicant meets one of the
following options:

(1) Provides documentation that the applicant holds a valid and current certificate
from the national registry of emergency medical technicians (NREMT) at the
level of certification sought or above and holds a current and valid certificate or
license to practice in another state: or

(2) Completes one of the following refresher training courses. at the applicable level
as set forth in rules 4765-12-02, 4765-15-01, 4765-16-01 or 4765-17-01 of the
Administrative Code, at an accredited or approved site and completes the
reinstatement examination. as set forth in rule 4765-8-05 of the Administrative
Code, and obtains a passing score within three attempts. If an applicant is
unable to pass the reinstatement examination within three attempts. the applicant
must complete a new course of instruction and meet all criteria for a certificate

to practice; or

(3) Completes one of the following refresher training courses, at the applicable level
as set forth in rules 4765-12-02. 4765-15-01, 4765-16-01 or 4765-17-01 of the
Administrative Code, at an accredited or approved site and holds a valid and
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current certificate from the national registry of emergency medical technicians
(NREMT) at the level of certification sought or above.

(F) If a certificate to practice has expired, or become invalid due to a voluntary drop back
or voluntary surrender. for six years or more., the applicant must complete a new
course of instruction and apply for a new certificate under rule 4765-8-01 of the
Administrative Code or meet the requirements for reciprocity as set forth in rule
4765-8-15 of the Administrative Code.

(G) An applicant must meet all requirements for eligibility prior to taking any
examination.

(H) An applicant who qualifies for reinstatement is eligible to be reinstated at any level at
or below the level previously held by such applicant,
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4765-9-01 Professional standards of conduct.

(A) A person issued a certificate to practice shall provide professional services that
conform to minimal standards of care for the person's certification level under
similar circumstances.

(B) When providing professional services, a person issued a certificate to practice shall
exhibit respect for the medical needs and personal values of EMS patients and other
certificate to practice holders, medical, or health care practitioners.

(C) A person issued a certificate to practice shall not discriminate in the provision of
EMS on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

(D) A person issued a certificate to practice shall provide medically appropriate
evaluation, treatment, and disposition of each EMS patient in accordance with
Chapter 4765. of the Revised Code, Chapters 4765-1 to  4765-19 of the
Administrative Code, and the medical protocols of the EMS organization by which
the person is employed or with which the person is affiliated.

(E) A person issued a certificate to practice shall not perform any services that exceed the
scope of the person's certificate to practice as set forth in Chapter 4765. of the
Revised Code and Chapters 4765-1 to 4765-19 of the Administrative Code.

(F) A person issued a certificate to practice shall not misrepresent the person's
professional qualifications or credentials.

(G) A person issued a certificate to practice shall report to the division any knowledge
of a violation of Chapter 4765. of the Revised Code or Chapters 4765-1 to 4765-19
of the Administrative Code.

(H) A person issued a certificate to practice shall consistently demonstrate a standard of
knowledge and competency that meets or exceeds the minimal level required under
the person's certificate to practice.

(I) A person issued a certificate to practice shall accurately document, and at the request
of the division report, all approved continuing education programs the certificate
holder completes in accordance with Chapter 4765-19 of the Administrative Code
and within the time parameters set forth by the division.

(J) Except as otherwise required by law, a person issued a certificate to practice shall
maintain the confidentiality of patient information consistent with state and federal
law.
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(K) A person issued a certificate to practice shall not release or provide a medical report
or any supporting documentation, or otherwise disclose the contents of a medical
report to anyone other than those authorized by law to receive them.

(L) A person issued a certificate to practice shall not knowingly turn over the care of a
patient or delegate EMS functions to a person who lacks the certification and training
to provide the appropriate level of care.

(M) A person issued a certificate to practice shall, within fourteen days of the final
sentencing of any criminal offense, provide written notification to the division of
such offense. A person issued a certificate to practice shall, within sixty days of the
final sentencing of any criminal offense, provide the division a certified copy of the
judgment entry from the court in which the conviction occurred, a certified copy of
the police or law enforcement agency report, if applicable, and a bureau of criminal
identification and investigation (BCI&I) civilian background check.

(N) A person issued a certificate to practice who is a witness to any violation of Chapter
4765. of the Revised Code or Chapters 4765-1 to 4765-19 of the Administrative
Code shall cooperate fully with any investigation conducted by the division.

(O) A person issued a certificate to practice shall not engage in the illegal use or illegal
acquisition of controlled substances, aleehel,—or other habit-forming drugs or
chemical substances while on duty as a first responder or EMT.

(P) A person 1ssued a certificate to practice shall not commit fraud or material deception
in applying for or obtaining a certificate issued under Chapter 4765. of the Revised
Code.

(Q) A person issued a certificate to practice shall not have inappropriate sexual contact or
conduct, as defined in section 2907.01 of the Revised Code, with a patient while
under the certificate holder's care.

(R) A person issued a certificate to practice shall not consume alcohol or be under the
influence of alcohol while on duty as a first responder or EMT.
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4765-9-02 Professional standards of conduct for holders of certificate to teach.

(A) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall provide services that conform to
standards of other persons issued a certificate to teach under similar circumstances.

(B) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall not discriminate in the provision of
EMS training on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

(C) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall provide instruction in accordance with
the curriculum and other standards set forth in Chapter 4765. of the Revised Code
and Chapters 4765-1 to 4765-19 of the Administrative Code.

(D) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall provide instruction in accordance
with the accredited or approved institution by which the person is employed or with
which the person is affiliated.

(E) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall not perform any services that exceed
the scope of the individual's certificate to teach as defined in Chapter 4765. of the
Revised Code and rules set forth in Chapters 4765-1 to 4765-19 of the
Administrative Code.

(F) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall not misrepresent the individual's
professional qualifications or credentials.

(G) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall report to the division any suspicion or
knowledge of a violation of this chapter or the failure of any EMS training program
to conform to Chapter 4765. of the Revised Code and rules set forth in Chapters

(H) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall not commit fraud in conducting an
EMS training program, continuing education program, or EMS instructor training
program.

(J) An individual issued a certificate to teach shall consistently demonstrate a standard of
knowledge and competency that meets the minimal level required under the
individual's certificate to teach.

Failure to pass this
examination within three attempts within one year from completion of the
instructor training program will require a completion of new EMS instructor
training program.

STAFF REPORTS


Chair Report, James Davis


Mr. Davis reported that the Ohio Society of Trauma Nurse Leaders has concerns regarding the proposed SB 302 language regarding grant funding changes, specifically concerned with the lowering of the priority for grant trauma research.  He said an opportunity to solve the issue has been identified and hopes to move forward.

Last month Mr. Davis met with the Franklin County Police Chiefs Association regarding SB 58 and gave a presentation to the Ohio Association of EMS.  He fielded several questions regarding the one card/one expiration date changes.  Mr. Davis said members need to get this information to those serving in their areas. 

Mr. Davis reported a flight paramedic passed away last night while on duty and asked everyone keep his family in their thoughts.

State Medical Director Report, Dr. Carol Cunningham


Dr. Cunningham presented and recommended approving the appointment of Dr. Michael McGraff to Regional Physician Advisory Board (RPAB) Region VI.  

ACTION:  Motion to approve application for Dr. Michael McGraff as medical director for the Regional Physician Advisory Board (RPAB) Region VI.  Pomerantz first.  Collins second.  None opposed.  Motion passed.

The RPAB all member (10:00 AM) and chair (1:00 PM) meetings will be held November 9th.    Following the meetings, notifications for expiring terms will be sent out.

Dr. Cunningham and Director Rucker attended the National Association of the State EMS Officials (NASEMSO) annual meeting October 10 – 15, 2010.  Highlights of the meeting of the state medical director council project included:  developing wild fire emergency response team protocols, using the National Highway Traffic Safety Agency (NHTSA) evidence based guidelines for states.  As an addendum to the Role of the State EMS Medical Director document that was published in pre-hospital emergency care, NASEMSO requested state medical directors conduct a compensation survey that will only be available to internally to state directors to assist them in creation of medical director positions in their states as well as contract development.     Dr. Cunningham has been serving in the chair elect position of the NASEMSO State Medical Director Council and will serve as president for the next two years.  

Also during the NASEMSO conference, the National Registry transition calendar was determined for the paramedic exam and she will forward to everyone when she receives the electronic version.  New helicopter EMS requirements were recommended to improve safety which she had Aleta Dodson forward to Board members.  A position statement on specialty care by the NASEMS Physicians highlighting the need for defined scopes of practice, protocols, continuing education, and qualified medical director requirements based on the skills and care provided based on the specialty to be provided (critical care, tactical, etc.).  

The Highway Mass Casualty project has two components:  event response readiness assessment and minimum inventory of emergency care elements.  The group is in the beginning stages of working with On-Star to determine if their computer can determine high impact crashes.  The American Board of Medical Specialty has approved EMS as a sub-specialty and will be a Board certification through ABEM.  An EMS task force was formed to write the first exam with a target date of fall of 2013 and there will be a grandfather period for existing medical directors who meet the qualifications.  After that, a physician would have to be Board certified in Emergency Medicine as well has have completed an EMS Fellowship to sit for the exam. Dr. Cunningham was selected as part of the examination task force.  

The National Incident Management System (NIMS) workgroup summit will meet November 15 through 19 and she will attend as a member of the EMS Responder Credentialing workgroup. 


Dr. Cunningham was accepted into the National Preparedness Leadership Initiative at the Harvard Kennedy School of Executive Education.  She will be attending December 5 – 10.  If anyone needs anything reviewed by her for the December Board meeting, please get to her by November 30th.


The 2010 American Heart Association (AHA) guidelines were released and she emailed a matrix showing the changes to Board members.


Assistant Attorney General, Yvonne Tertel

Additional hearings are being scheduled and are on track.

EMS Staff Legal Counsel, Ann Vitale for Heather Frient

No report was given.

Legislative Liaison, Justin Long

An updated copy of the EMS legislative matrix report was distributed.    


Executive Director, Richard Rucker

Mr. Rucker reported the Board nominations for the upcoming vacancies were delivered to the Governor’s office and expects to receive those by November.

A copy of the annual report for the trauma program at Nationwide Children's Hospital was distributed.  Highlights include over 1,500 injured children were admitted from the emergency department and over 700 of those required the resources of a trauma alert activation.  

Senate Bill 302 (ambulance staffing) was introduced.  The bill creates a new grant funding priority to assist paramedic programs wishing to become CoAEMSP nationally accredited.

For the December Board meeting, committee chairs are requested to have their annual report (goals accomplished), a list of future/pending projects, and list of committee members for approval at the December Board meeting.  If this can be done, it will save time at the NHTSA reassessment/Board retreat in February, which will be held February 15 – 17, 2011. The location has yet to be determined.   

With the implementation of HB 648, DPS has instituted safety measures to ensure personal data remains confidential.  Board members will receive investigation case information on encrypted CDs.  Any e-mails from Division staff containing personal or non-public information will be sent via secure e-mails.  All Board members should have received an e-mail from Ms. Dodson that was sent in mid-September to set up their security access.


Additionally, the position paper on OVI blood draws that the Board approved in 2008 was removed from the EMS website as it was no longer valid.  Mr. Rucker asked members if they would like to revise that position paper or are the rules being promulgated sufficient.

Eleven regional meetings are scheduled throughout the state to educate constituents on SB 58 issues.  Mr. Rucker encouraged Board members to attend meetings in their areas.  Information on the meetings has been sent out via Listservs and the Law Enforcement SIMS system, as well as being posted on the Division’s website.  


Mr. Rucker welcomed Division of EMS employee Brian Pfeffer back from nearly five years of military deployment.


Certifications, John Sands for John Kennington 

Mr. Sands presented two requests for exemption for continuing education from certificate holders due to active military service (certificate numbers 138439 and 72368).

Education, Linda Mirarchi 


Ms. Mirarchi distributed copies of two additional accreditation program requests for approval.

Ms. Mirarchi reported the first time pass rate report for the first three quarters of 2010:  First Responder - 73%, Basic - 72%, Intermediate - 81%, and Paramedic - 69%.  All are above the national averages except for paramedic, which is just below the national average.

COMMITTEE REPORTS


Education Committee, James Holcomb 


The committee report was in the committee report agenda; they continue to work to ensure the rules are changed based upon the Board’s approval of the curriculum.


EMS-Children, Dr. Wendy Pomerantz 


The University Hospital system is working with the EMS-C committee to pilot the Emergency Department Pediatric Preparedness program.  Eight hospitals in the system have been sent the program guidelines and applications.  Joseph Stack is working with NEDARC to prepare surveys and sample populations for Ohio EMS agencies and hospitals, which is a repeat of the simpler version sent out last year.  NEDARC will provide a list of agencies and hospitals randomly selected to send the surveys to.

The committee is planning a pediatric disaster preparedness stakeholder meeting for the spring of 2011 and hope to incorporate pediatrics into the existing plans.  

Ohio EMS is working closely with Rainbow Babies’ and Children’s Hospital on the 2011 Pediatric Trauma Symposium.  Dr. Deanna Dahl-Grove and Dr. Amyna Sabir will present on hospital disaster preparedness, and Joe Stack and Dr. Sabir will present on the Emergency Department Pediatric Preparedness program.

The EMSC committee is requesting more data from the EMS Data Center regarding pediatric outcomes, particularly looking at the use of the simplified motor score, which were excluded from Dr. Caterino’s adult study.  They also want to look at IV starts and intubation results.

The EMSC committee received resignations from Brian Pio and Dr. Jerri Rose, and would like to add Dr. Amyna Sabir and Tami Wires to the committee.

Firefighter and Safety Inspector Committee, Doug Orahood for Phil McLean

Senate Bill 302 was introduced which changes EMT vehicle configuration as well as grant priority changes to include assisting programs wishing to become nationally accredited.  The committee is looking at its impact.

Trauma Committee, Dr. John Crow

Nancie Bechtel, member of Trauma Visionary group and Vice-chair of the TRAS committee, reported that the TRAS sub-committee has been working to make amendments to the State Trauma Acute Care Registry, which collects data from hospitals about their trauma patients.  The Board has previously approved the inclusion criteria.  A memo in the Board packet, documents staff gaps to maintain the registry.  The data registry dictionary has been completely revised and will be presented for Board approval in December. It is now more compliant with the National Trauma Data Standard.

Ms. Bechtel referred the Board to a memo dated October 7, 2010, addressed what is the intent of Ohio’s acute care registry and what needs changed to implement that intent.  One of the main items requests Board approval to take part in a NHTSA 408 grant the state received for revising the existing database with the purchase of commercial database software.  The existing system got the state started in collecting data, but believes improvements need made to eliminate gaps, tie-in with the older system, and be more easily programmable.  An RFP will need put out before end of the year for vendors but what items need included in the grant proposal still need to be determined.  Mr. Erskine said NHTSA reviewed Ohio’s traffic records and recommended that the Trauma Registry be brought up to the national standard.  This was raised to the level of number one priority and funds are available.  Mr. Davis reminded Board members that the Board tasked the committee to clean up the data registry and obtain data from it, and they need the proper software to do it.  He said the sub-committee is presenting today prior to Trauma Committee review due to the grant time constraints.  Dr. Crow said the timeline is the reason why the Trauma committee members did not see it yet.  Mr. Davis said a motion is needed for Board approval to allow EMS to move forward to acquire grant money for the purchase of database software.


ACTION:  Motion to allow EMS to move forward to acquire NHTSA 408 grant money for the purchase of database software.  Graymire first.  McNutt second.  


Dr. Collins asked if the Division will be able to move forward with the new software in future years without additional grant funding.  Mr. Erskine said they will purchase several extra years worth of technical support in the grant.

STAFF REPORTS

Chair Report, James Davis

Mr. Davis reported that the Ohio Society of Trauma Nurse Leaders has concerns regarding the
proposed SB 302 language regarding grant funding changes, specifically concerned with the
lowering of the priority for grant trauma research. He said an opportunity to solve the issue has
been identified and hopes to move forward.

Last month Mr. Davis met with the Franklin County Police Chiefs Association regarding SB 58
and gave a presentation to the Ohio Association of EMS. He fielded several questions regarding
the one card/one expiration date changes. Mr. Davis said members need to get this information
to those serving in their areas.

Mr. Davis reported a flight paramedic passed away last night while on duty and asked everyone
keep his family in their thoughts.

State Medical Director Report, Dr. Carol Cunningham
Dr. Cunningham presented and recommended approving the appointment of Dr. Michael
McGraff to Regional Physician Advisory Board (RPAB) Region VI.

ACTION: Motion to approve application for Dr. Michael McGraff as medical director for
the Regional Physician Advisory Board (RPAB) Region VI. Pomerantz first. Collins second.
None opposed. Motion passed.

The RPAB all member (10:00 AM) and chair (1:00 PM) meetings will be held November o',
Following the meetings, notifications for expiring terms will be sent out.
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Dr. Cunningham and Director Rucker attended the National Association of the State EMS
Officials (NASEMSO) annual meeting October 10 — 15, 2010. Highlights of the meeting of the
state medical director council project included: developing wild fire emergency response team
protocols, using the National Highway Traffic Safety Agency (NHTSA) evidence based
guidelines for states. As an addendum to the Role of the State EMS Medical Director document
that was published in pre-hospital emergency care, NASEMSO requested state medical directors
conduct a compensation survey that will only be available to internally to state directors to assist
them in creation of medical director positions in their states as well as contract development.
Dr. Cunningham has been serving in the chair elect position of the NASEMSO State Medical
Director Council and will serve as president for the next two years.

Also during the NASEMSO conference, the National Registry transition calendar was
determined for the paramedic exam and she will forward to everyone when she receives the
electronic version. New helicopter EMS requirements were recommended to improve safety
which she had Aleta Dodson forward to Board members. A position statement on specialty care
by the NASEMS Physicians highlighting the need for defined scopes of practice, protocols,
continuing education, and qualified medical director requirements based on the skills and care
provided based on the specialty to be provided (critical care, tactical, etc.).

The Highway Mass Casualty project has two components: event response readiness assessment
and minimum inventory of emergency care elements. The group is in the beginning stages of
working with On-Star to determine if their computer can determine high impact crashes. The
American Board of Medical Specialty has approved EMS as a sub-specialty and will be a Board
certification through ABEM. An EMS task force was formed to write the first exam with a
target date of fall of 2013 and there will be a grandfather period for existing medical directors
who meet the qualifications. After that, a physician would have to be Board certified in
Emergency Medicine as well has have completed an EMS Fellowship to sit for the exam. Dr.
Cunningham was selected as part of the examination task force.

The National Incident Management System (NIMS) workgroup summit will meet November 15
through 19 and she will attend as a member of the EMS Responder Credentialing workgroup.

Dr. Cunningham was accepted into the National Preparedness Leadership Initiative at the
Harvard Kennedy School of Executive Education. She will be attending December 5 — 10. If
anyone needs anything reviewed by her for the December Board meeting, please get to her by
November 30th.

The 2010 American Heart Association (AHA) guidelines were released and she emailed a matrix
showing the changes to Board members.

Assistant Attorney General, Yvonne Tertel
Additional hearings are being scheduled and are on track.

EMS Staff Legal Counsel, Ann Vitale for Heather Frient
No report was given.
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Legislative Liaison, Justin Long
An updated copy of the EMS legislative matrix report was distributed.

Executive Director, Richard Rucker
Mr. Rucker reported the Board nominations for the upcoming vacancies were delivered to the
Governor’s office and expects to receive those by November.

A copy of the annual report for the trauma program at Nationwide Children's Hospital was
distributed. Highlights include over 1,500 injured children were admitted from the emergency
department and over 700 of those required the resources of a trauma alert activation.

Senate Bill 302 (ambulance staffing) was introduced. The bill creates a new grant funding
priority to assist paramedic programs wishing to become CoAEMSP nationally accredited.

For the December Board meeting, committee chairs are requested to have their annual report
(goals accomplished), a list of future/pending projects, and list of committee members for
approval at the December Board meeting. If this can be done, it will save time at the NHTSA
reassessment/Board retreat in February, which will be held February 15 — 17, 2011. The location
has yet to be determined.

With the implementation of HB 648, DPS has instituted safety measures to ensure personal data
remains confidential. Board members will receive investigation case information on encrypted
CDs. Any e-mails from Division staff containing personal or non-public information will be sent
via secure e-mails. All Board members should have received an e-mail from Ms. Dodson that
was sent in mid-September to set up their security access.

Additionally, the position paper on OVI blood draws that the Board approved in 2008 was
removed from the EMS website as it was no longer valid. Mr. Rucker asked members if they
would like to revise that position paper or are the rules being promulgated sufficient.

Eleven regional meetings are scheduled throughout the state to educate constituents on SB 58
issues. Mr. Rucker encouraged Board members to attend meetings in their areas. Information on
the meetings has been sent out via Listservs and the Law Enforcement SIMS system, as well as
being posted on the Division’s website.

Mr. Rucker welcomed Division of EMS employee Brian Pfeffer back from nearly five years of
military deployment.

Certifications, John Sands for John Kennington
Mr. Sands presented two requests for exemption for continuing education from certificate
holders due to active military service (certificate numbers 138439 and 72368).

ACTION: Motion to approve two request(s) for exemption(s) for continuing education for
individuals serving on active military duty during the certification period. Collins first.
Dahl-Grove second. None opposed. Motion approved.
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Education, Linda Mirarchi
Ms. Mirarchi distributed copies of two additional accreditation program requests for approval.

ACTION: Motion to approve two additional programs for accreditation approval.
Pomerantz first. Dahl-Grove second.

Ms. Mirarchi reported the first time pass rate report for the first three quarters of 2010: First
Responder - 73%, Basic - 72%, Intermediate - 81%, and Paramedic - 69%. All are above the

national averages except for paramedic, which is just below the national average.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Education Committee, James Holcomb
The committee report was in the committee report agenda; they continue to work to ensure the
rules are changed based upon the Board’s approval of the curriculum.

EMS-Children, Dr. Wendy Pomerantz

The University Hospital system is working with the EMS-C committee to pilot the Emergency
Department Pediatric Preparedness program. Eight hospitals in the system have been sent the
program guidelines and applications. Joseph Stack is working with NEDARC to prepare surveys
and sample populations for Ohio EMS agencies and hospitals, which is a repeat of the simpler
version sent out last year. NEDARC will provide a list of agencies and hospitals randomly
selected to send the surveys to.

The committee is planning a pediatric disaster preparedness stakeholder meeting for the spring of
2011 and hope to incorporate pediatrics into the existing plans.

Ohio EMS is working closely with Rainbow Babies’ and Children’s Hospital on the 2011
Pediatric Trauma Symposium. Dr. Deanna Dahl-Grove and Dr. Amyna Sabir will present on
hospital disaster preparedness, and Joe Stack and Dr. Sabir will present on the Emergency
Department Pediatric Preparedness program.

The EMSC committee is requesting more data from the EMS Data Center regarding pediatric
outcomes, particularly looking at the use of the simplified motor score, which were excluded

from Dr. Caterino’s adult study. They also want to look at IV starts and intubation results.

The EMSC committee received resignations from Brian Pio and Dr. Jerri Rose, and would like to
add Dr. Amyna Sabir and Tami Wires to the committee.

ACTION: Motion to approve Dr. Amyna Sabir and Tami Wires to the EMSC committee.
Dahl-Grove first. Fiffick second. None opposed. None abstained. Motion approved.

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Firefighter and Safety Inspector Committee, Doug Orahood for Phil Mcl.ean

Mr. Orahood distributed a site visit report submitted from the Pro Board accreditation team. Last
week’s visit went well and they will recommend approving the Division. This is an optional
national accreditation for firefighters. The site reviewers were complimentary of Ohio and noted
we are the only state that can inform individuals if they passed immediately following their test.
Mr. Rucker thanked Mr. Orahood, his staff, and the Certification staff for their work.

The FFSI committee continues working on the development of the National Fire Protection
Association (NFPA) 1403 live burn training for instructors. The initial hours for the course were
twenty-four hours, but it might increase to thirty-two hours.

Homeland Security, Mark Resanovich

The SWOT analysis was completed and will be forwarded to Mr. Self. The committee will be
taking on the task of the EMS component for altered standards of care and disaster preparedness
for the state through the Medical Coordination Planning Committee. This piece needs completed
by May 31, 2011, and will schedule monthly meetings with a five to six hour time block.

With Dr. Collins and Dave Fiffick retiring from the Board, the committee needs additional
members. He recommends approval to add Tim Hughes, retired firefighter and EMS coordinator
for Fairview Park Medical Center, and Greg Smith, EMS Coordinator of Medina Community
Hospital and Assistant Fire Chief of Valley City Fire Department. Mr. Smith is the only EMS
representative other than me who sits on the Medical Coordinator Planning Committee.

Specialty Care, Mark Resanovich

Recruitment and Retention Committee, Daryl McNutt

The bulk of the meeting was spent completing their SWOT analysis and will send to members
not in attendance for their review before submitting. Additionally, will have Trauma Committee
members review since they have concerns about the wording of Priorities 2, 3, and 4. Mr. Davis
said a workable solution has been reach that would not require significant rewording of the bill.

Rules, William Mallory
Included in the Board packet was the reinstatement rule that the committee is requesting Board
approval that includes the changes requested by the Board.

The committee has completed and submitted their SWOT analysis. They are now discussing the
five-year rule review.

Strategic Planning/NHTSA, Craig Self
No report was given.

Trauma Committee, Dr. John Crow

Nancie Bechtel, member of Trauma Visionary group and Vice-chair of the TRAS committee,
reported that the TRAS sub-committee has been working to make amendments to the State
Trauma Acute Care Registry, which collects data from hospitals about their trauma patients. The
Board has previously approved the inclusion criteria. A memo in the Board packet, documents
staff gaps to maintain the registry. The data registry dictionary has been completely revised and
will be presented for Board approval in December. It is now more compliant with the National
Trauma Data Standard.

Ms. Bechtel referred the Board to a memo dated October 7, 2010, addressed what is the intent of
Ohio’s acute care registry and what needs changed to implement that intent. One of the main
items requests Board approval to take part in a NHTSA 408 grant the state received for revising
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the existing database with the purchase of commercial database software. The existing system
got the state started in collecting data, but believes improvements need made to eliminate gaps,
tie-in with the older system, and be more easily programmable. An RFP will need put out before
end of the year for vendors but what items need included in the grant proposal still need to be
determined. Mr. Erskine said NHTSA reviewed Ohio’s traffic records and recommended that
the Trauma Registry be brought up to the national standard. This was raised to the level of
number one priority and funds are available. Mr. Davis reminded Board members that the Board
tasked the committee to clean up the data registry and obtain data from it, and they need the
proper software to do it. He said the sub-committee is presenting today prior to Trauma
Committee review due to the grant time constraints. Dr. Crow said the timeline is the reason
why the Trauma committee members did not see it yet. Mr. Davis said a motion is needed for
Board approval to allow EMS to move forward to acquire grant money for the purchase of
database software.

ACTION: Motion to allow EMS to move forward to acquire NHTSA 408 grant money for
the purchase of database software. Graymire first. McNutt second.

Dr. Collins asked if the Division will be able to move forward with the new software in future
years without additional grant funding. Mr. Erskine said they will purchase several extra years
worth of technical support in the grant.

None abstained. None opposed. Motion passed.
Mr. Davis asked Ms. Bechtel to thank the TRAS members for all their work over the past year.

Dr. Crow said the committee requests approval for the final draft of A Framework for Improving
Ohio’s Trauma System which was included in the Board packet.

ACTION: Motion to approve the final draft of A Framework for Improving Ohio’s Trauma
System. Steinberg first. Bradshaw second.

Ms. Graymire said many years of hard work have gone into this and Dr. Crow said further work
might require legislative changes to implement. He said the next step will be a review by the
American College of Surgeons (ACS).

Dr. Steinberg thinks the Trauma Visionary committee that consists of five Board members and
five Trauma committee members should be charged with carrying the project forward.

Dr. Crow said the committee has concerns regarding the changes proposed in Senate Bill 302 to
the grant structure of Priorities 2, 3, and 4. Mr. Davis said Priority 4 grants (rehabilitative
grants) are never requested and the money could be utilized elsewhere. Dr. Crow said Trauma
committee members should be on the Research/Grants committee. Mr. Rucker thought there are
Trauma committee members in the Grants Committee. Alan Boster reported that Ms. Graymire,
member of both the Board and Trauma Committee, and Kathy Haley, Trauma Committee
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member, are both on the Research and Grants committee. Dr. Crow suggested the information
disconnect be looked into and Mr. Davis said he will discuss with Dr. Collins.

Dr. Crow has been term-limited as the Trauma committee chair and will be stepping down.
Vice-Chair Kathy Haley has been nominated for chair and John Saxe has been nominated for
Vice-Chair. Mr. Rucker thanked Dr. Crow for his leadership and dedication to the committee
and Mr. Davis thanked him on behalf of the Board.

EMS Report and Recommendation

Mr. Davis said the Board will be deliberating on two Report and Recommendations, EMS Case
Number 2009-429-101, Daniel S. Peter and EMS Case Number 2009-251-102, Bryan R. Ware.
He recognized Principal Assistant Attorney General Yvonne Tertel to give a brief synopsis of the
case. Ms. Tertel said the Board would be deliberating on two cases, but will do one at a time so
as to avoid any confusion.

Ms. Tertel said Mr. Peter was convicted of public indecency issues at a community college on
several occasions. The Hearing Examiner found that act did constitute moral turpitude and
request the Board to approve the finding of facts and the conclusions of law in regard to that
matter. Ms. Tertel said the Hearing Examiner put Mr. Peter on probation until June 17, 2011,
and deferred to the Board for any constraints to effectuate that. Case review requested
revocation, but recognized that testimony was presented at hearing that was not presented at case
review. Ms. Tertel requested that the Board approve the Hearing Examiner's Findings of Fact
and Conclusions of Law, but consider modifying the disposition regarding the probation period
ordered in the disposition portion of the Report and Recommendation.
