NOTE: Testing does not guarantee driver license or temporary instruction permit issuance. Documents presented at exam station are to establish a testing record only. Approved documents from the acceptable documents list, proving your identity, must be presented at Deputy Registrar and will be verified before issuance.

TEMPORARY PERMIT RULES
1.  YOU MUST HAVE YOUR TEMPORARY INSTRUCTION PERMIT ID CARD (TIPIC) IN YOUR POSSESSION WHEN OPERATING A MOTOR VEHICLE.
2.  A LICENSED DRIVER MUST OCCUPY THE SEAT NEXT TO YOU.


a) If you are 15 ½, your licensed driver must be a PARENT, GUARDIAN OR CERTIFIED DRIVING INSTRUCTOR.


b) If you are 16 or older, your licensed driver must be AT LEAST 21 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER.

3.  SEAT BELT USAGE


a) All passengers must wear available seatbelts.

b) The number of passengers is limited to the number of seatbelts originally installed in the vehicle by the manufacturer.

4.  HOURS
a) Driver license holders 17 years of age will be restricted from driving between the hours of 1:00 A.M. and 5:00 A.M., unless the holder is accompanied by a parent or guardian, with the following exceptions: an emergency situation, driving to or from a school activity, or driving to or from work. Travel to or from work is permitted provided the driver has written documentation from his or her employer.
b) Driver license holders 16 years of age are prohibited from driving between the hours of 12:00 midnight and 6:00 A.M., unless accompanied by a parent or guardian, with the same exceptions as are listed in section 4.a. 
c) Permit holders under the age of 18 will be prohibited from driving between the hours of 12:00 midnight and 6:00 A.M., unless accompanied by a parent, guardian, or legal custodian who holds a valid driver license. 
5. DRIVING TEST APPOINTMENT (CUSTOMER MUST COMPLY WITH ALL RULES)


a) You must be at least 16 years of age.


b) You must have held your TIPIC for at least six months if under 18 years of age.

c) You must have completed driver education and present completion certificate (24 hours in the classroom and 8 hours driving) if under 18 years of age.


d) You must present a valid TIPIC.

6. LICENSE ISSUANCE
a) Driver license holders 16 years of age will not be permitted to operate a motor vehicle with more than one person in the vehicle who is not a family member, unless accompanied by the license holder’s parent, guardian or legal custodian.
b) If a driver license holder 16 years of age is convicted of having committed one moving violation during the first six months of having a driver license, the person must be accompanied by a parent or guardian whenever operating a motor vehicle during the six-month period commencing on the date on which the person is convicted of or pleads guilty to the moving violation, or until the person reaches 17 years of age.

If the TIPIC is lost or destroyed, apply for a replacement TIPIC at any Deputy Registrar.
